Field is located down the hallway in front 
of you. Washrooms are located on the east side of Turf #2, behind the fence and another set is 
located in the middle of the turf area where we play Ultimate. 

 
There may be an alarm to disarm when you get there. YOU DO NOT HAVE TO ARM THIS WHEN 
YOU LEAVE. The keypad is located directly to the left as you enter the boot storage area. If this Is 
armed, please key in 2015 to turn it off. 

 
Exit: 
-Ensure that all 4 Entrance Doors are secured and locked 
-Open lockbox (which is located outside by the door to the left of the players’ entrance), get the 
key out, lock the “Player/Coach” Entrance from the outside and then return the key to the lockbox.
